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Finn elucidates the rhetoric of seductive fashion reporting
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You can fill in the faces of the models, who are posing in an off-hand manner, if you are really curious to know what they look like in Maria Finn’s pencil drawings. Even the contour-like clothes can be completed in the same way.  Can it be a  ”Comme des Garcons”? Maria Finn effectively puts her finger on the rhetoric of seductive fashon reporting by placing her models from fashion photographs into the setting of well-kept urban parks. Which story is being told or whose story is it?

Next to the drawings with their detailed environments are shown the photographs where organized nature becomes confused or where one recollects the town’s architecture. A large and brightly coloured wall painting captures both the background and the female model by means of sharp contours. The strategy that many artists today adopt in seeking or being inspired by the world of fashion, in order to create fashion pictures, is in fact highly effective, as what is seen in fashion magazines becomes considerably more fascinating in their hands. Drawings which at the same time seduced sections of the world of fashion.
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
